This year, only the coppicing course will be held at 

Sparkes Gill Wood, which is situated in Rolvenden just 
off the A28.

'adopted site' in 2008 for its excellent conservation 
value & volunteer opportunities. There is free road 

side parking at this beautiful ancient woodland venue.
